General terms of ITEP 2011

1. The Pilsen Region is the organizer of the Tourism Expo of the Pilsen Region ITEP 2011 (thereinafter referred to as organizer) that will be held from 20th to 22nd October 2011 in the hall TJ Lokomotiva Pilsen (Úslavská 75, 326 00 Plzeň).
2. The organizer determines thematic contents and interest of ITEP 2011.

3. The relationship specified in the binding application and terms becomes binding, i.e. is created, when the organizer delivers the binding application and the exhibitor confirms in writing the receipt of the application. The organizer is not obliged to give reasons for non-acceptance the exhibitor’s application. 

4. The binding application obliges the exhibitor to comply with the valid laws and he also undertakes to meet all obligations arising from its participation.

5. The organizer rents the exhibition area and exposition specified in the binding application, he allocates it to exhibitors. He also takes into account the exhibitors’ requirements as possible. The final allocation of expositions will be determined by the organizer of the Exposition.

6. The organizer cannot leave the exhibition area and exposition to another person.

7. To make advertising to companies/individuals not involved in the Tourism Expo without the organizer’s permission is prohibited.

8. The exhibitor can promote his company/business free through a presentation by an entertainer of ITEP 2011 or by a visual presentation on the stage in the exhibition hall.

9. Because of standard graphic and architectural presentation of the whole Tourism Expo ITEP 2011, any equipment and requirements of exhibitors beyond one exposition included in the exercise price are subjects to the approval by the organizer. It also applies to own graphics, self-standing banners, big points, etc.
10. Exhibitors are entitled to use inflammable and easily combustible materials, fire, stove or oven in the rented exposition if they did not discuss with the organizer in advance.

11. The exhibitor undertakes to have properly prepared his exhibition exposition before opening of the Tourism Expo.
12. The exhibitor must keep his exhibition area clean and tidy and it must be staffed by a qualified person the whole time of the Tourism Expo.
13. The exhibitor can promote his products only at his exhibition area and exposition.

14. Exhibitors at the Tourism Expo are required to provide the presence of their personal representative in exhibitions during opening hours of the event and to have own exposition open to visitors the whole time of the event.
15. Participation at the Tourism Expo is absolutely at the exhibitor's own risk. The exhibitor will not hold the organizer responsible for any claims of third parties for damages arising as a result of exhibitor’s participation at the Tourism Expo ITEP 2011.
16. The organizer is not responsible for any losses, destruction or damage or its consequences to exhibits and equipment of the exhibition area and exposition, as well as for damage or consequences in persons during their stay at the exhibition, i.e. the exhibitor is responsible for damages caused by him to property and for health of other participants, visitors and organizers and he is obliged to compensate all damages in full.  

17. Before leaving the rented exhibition after the close of the Tourism Expo, exhibitors are required to bring this area to its original state. The exhibitor is responsible for damage in case of any damage to the rented exhibition area or exposition. 

18. The organizer determines the time when the liquidation of exhibitions must be finished.

19. The exercise price must be paid according to the invoice term.

20. The exhibitor may cancel this binding application without giving any reason at any time. When this binding application of ITEP 2011 is cancel, these cancellation fees are agreed for the benefit of the organizer:

to 13th September 2011 50% of the exercise price

from 13th September 2011 to 20th October 2011, i.e. to the date of Tourism Expo opening  100% of the exercise price
Cancellation fees will be paid so that the organizer will charge a proportion of the exercise price to the exhibitor.

21. The organizer is not responsible for the content or verity of information provided by the exhibitor.
22. The exhibitor is responsible for observance of safety, fire and sanitary regulations.
23. The exhibitor is not allowed to promote articles or services that infringe human rights or disrupt morality; otherwise he is responsible for caused damage.
24. The exhibitor is not allowed to support or promote political parties or political movements.
25. The exhibitor is not allowed to commit behavior that harms the organizer’s reputation. 
26. The exhibitor is responsible for observance of intellectual property rights of third persons and for caused damage.
27. Provision of the contractual penalty does not restrict the organizer's right to compensation.
28. The organizer retains the right to change general terms in justified cases.
